I had some gaps between the track (splines) and the scenery to fill. 

Bill Gill suggested filling with paper towels, I used toilet paper for these small areas. I sprayed the area first, jammed TP into the cracks, and then sprayed
again. (Otherwise, the paper would tend to pull up when I added the ground goop.)

Then I filled in with ground goop, using a variety of palette knives and putty knifes. I put some goop on the putty knife to bring it to the layout, then scraped
the appropriate amount into the gap and then spread it with the palette knives. 

Now I'm waiting for this stuff to get to the magic moment where I can easily smooth it out with a wet finger, before it hardens.

I wasn't happy with the base color, particularly for this shale cliff. I mixed up/darkened my normal granite dirt by adding "Raven" SpectraLock colored grout.
(I don't think this is available any more, too bad.) That's a dark grey color. Then I painted the ground goop at the base of the rock with my base-paint/glue
mixture and sprinkled on the darkened dirt.

I still wasn't happy, so I mixed up some darker paint&glue mixture, by adding first a small amount of black, and then a small amount of burnt umber (as
advised by my 'color consultant' wife.) Here's the steps in that process:

I'll go back, vacuum the loose dirt, then touch up the underlying paint binder with the new darker paint. Then I'll reapply the dark dirt. Repeat until happy :-)

I got the box of Tichy fence. There's 20 pieces in the box, each piece is about 6". But I needed a 14" run, and a gate at one end. The gate was constructed by
gluing styrene strips, as shown a couple posts earlier.

To connect sections of the fence, I cut off the post from one end. In the back, I glued a .040 x .156 piece to butt the two fence sections together. I scribed a line
in the middle of that brace to simulate the gap when the fence is painted. Then I did a .020 x .060 strip along the top and bottom rails (right term?). That
produces a pretty sturdy connection.

(I should have taken a photo before I painted and installed this, but here you can see how the joint is pretty well hidden.)

To paint the fence, I primed with Badger neutral yellow. When that cured, I applied Vetero weathered wood stain, and then went back over with light grey
drybrush. I ran some darker grey along the bottom of the fence and along the rail lines on the back side. Then I printed and cut out advertising, and glued
them in place. Note the wood piece under the fence so I can work on the running length without knocking off the short right-angle piece with the gate.

(The smallest signs on this are the "Hoyt & Wilhelm" Cigar signs I did for that structure on Craig Bisgeier's layout, a memory of that project.)

To position the fence, I drew a line on the scenery along the run of the fence. Then I used a battery Dremel with one of those "wallboard" bits to notch the
scenery where the fence runs. When I was happy, I put a bead of extra strength Elmers, and then set the fence in place. Then I used 1" angle blocks to hold
things into position. They also helped make sure the fence was 1" away from the track, i.e. keeping a constant distance.

I'll need to apply some ground goop underneath the fence, the ground is a bit low to the left of the water tank pad.

The other project today was to use one of the 'printable' buildings to fill in a gap between two background structures. There's very little space here, so I
needed something that was a photo with enough depth to look good. Here's the source for the building: https://dnrhistoric.illinois.gov/pre...ainstreet.html I
wanted a 19th century commercial building, something that is a bit hard to find. I printed the side onto matte photo paper, which is heavier than regular
printer paper but not as heavy as the (recommended) cardstock. 

It looks OK, but is a bit too 'flat'. So I decided to add some relief by putting shallow (styrene) strips along the cornice between the two existing structures. I
painted those to match (off-white with a bit of light blue-grey), and added some darker blue-grey shadows at the bottom of the strips. I scraped off the paint
from the tops, so that was bright white. That adds more depth.

And the result looks pretty good:

(It was slightly crooked here, I fixed the alignment when I positioned this. I attached it to the rear backdrop with double-stick tape.)

All-in-all, a successful day today.
